1. Neighborly Responsibility: More and
more homes are leaving their trash cans out for sev-
eral days, a few owners have poured hazardous
waste into the drainage system, more and more own-
ers are using the lack of maintenance on the front
entrance as an excuse as to why they should not
have to maintain their property causing our legal bills
to increase.

Please think how your actions affect your
neighbors. Pouring paint or oil into the drainage sys-
tem affects us all and can cost the association hun-
dreds of dollars to have the drainage cleaned if the
offender cannot be identified. This can result in a fine
by the city and a special assessment against all
homeowners.

Put your trash cans and recycle bins away the day
trash and recycle is picked up. Do not put trash, recy-
cle or yard waste out earlier than the night before pick
up. If you know you neighbor is not home, put their
trash cans and recycle bins away for them.

Maintaining our homes and property is not a con-
test. Just because house 1234 Maple drive is a mess
does not mean you should follow suite. Just because
the front entrance is a disaster area does not mean
that our yards should be. The yards not being main-

tained in accordance with the covenants are being
addressed by the Community Association Manager
and our lawyer. We have the opportunity to fix the
front entrance, so find another excuse for why you
can’t mow your grass,

On the contrary, | have found information from
failed associations that resulted in hundreds of dollars
in city and state administrative fees being levied
against all owners in the failed association until the
association was properly re-instated. Basically, it will
cost us more to dissolve the association then it will to
build it up. So put your efforts into something like
finding ways to better our association rather then
looking for ways to tear down it down.

Probably the most hotly con-
tested area in this community is
a lack of any specific fence stan-
dards and the need for some
sort of standard with specifica-
tions.

Wh a 't you
derstand is that there is a re-
quirement for 6-inch wide picket
shadowbox fencing for neighbor-
hoods constructed after 2003.

This standard was actually
mandated by the State of Florida
in response to the building code
enhancements that were en-
acted after hurricane Andrew
tore apart southern Florida in
August 2002.

Shadowbox fencing actually
reduces the wind load pressing

proba

(spacing) between the fencing
pickets allows air to go through
the fence and thereby relieves
the stress on the fence and re-
duces the likelihood of the fence
collapsing and then being picked
up and hurled into neighboring
properties.

Hurricanes probably pose the
single greatest threat to living in
Florida. Winds in excess of 70
miles per hour can cause exten-
sive damage and if the wind
picks up an improperly installed
fence, thereos
damage and possible loss of life

That is specifically why the
Board of Directors will be devel-
oping new fencing standards to
describe in detail the require-
ment that all new wood fencing
be constructed with 6-inch wide
pickets and be assembled in a
shadowbox configuration, not a
privacy configuration nor board-
on-board configuration.

However, with advances in
technology some of the newer
space-age fencing materials can

and this will be taken into con-
sideration when someone ap-
plies to install new fencing or re-
place their existing fencing as it
wears out.

Thankfully the governing
documents give the Board
some flexibility in approving

fencing materials and designs
that may be constructed or in-
stalled so long as the newer
types of fencing meets or ex-
ceed the new hurricane stan-
dards.

| sunlight can't reach weed
g seeds ready to germinate. A
thick turf also minimizes the
physical space available for
" weeds to become established.
There are several management practices that will promote a
healthy, dense grass.

I Proper Turf grass Selection : Proper management be-
gins with selection of the best turf species or variety for a par-
ticular area. For example, heavily shaded areas will support
only a few turf grass species. This results in thin, weak turf
that is very susceptible to weed invasion. Good grass choices
for shady conditions would be certain cultivars of St. Augustine

grass, zoysia grass, and to a lesser degree, centipede grass.

9 Proper Cultural Practices : Proper fertilization, watering,
mowing, and control of other pests are required to produce a
dense turf that will prevent weed infestation. If turf is over-or
under-watered, over-or under-fertilized, or mowed too low or
too infrequently, the turf is weakened and cannot compete with
weeds. Damaged areas resulting from using unsharpened
mowers increase time needed for turf recovery, allowing for
weed invasion. It is very important to understand that weeds
don't create a void, they fill a void.

9 Sanitation: It is extremely important to prevent the intro-
duction of weeds into lawn areas. A good practice is to wash
off mowers and trimmers used in weed-infested areas before
mowing or trimming in weed-free areas. Similarly, rototillers
should be thoroughly cleaned prior to and after using to mini-
mize dispersal of weed seeds found in the soil. Yard clippings
that contain weeds should be properly disposed of or com-
posted to reduce the possibility of unwanted contamination

A2: The fees for sending the 3rd and 4th notices of Violation by
Certified and First Class mail are required to comply with the
Florida statutes. Since you did not respond to either of the two
or three previous notices or you did not correct the problem,
the fee is required because our management company must
send an inspector to re-inspect your property and to begin
building a case file for a hearing if the problem is not corrected.
These fees are authorized and must be paid or you can incur
additional late fees and interest.

Q3: Why can6t you make t he
the year? January 31st is so close to the holidays and
hard for me to find the money to pay.

A3: While it would be easy to say that we could extend the
deadline to April or sometime later, the Association would have
to recalculate all of the bills to add the additional 3 to 4 months
to the annual amount as a pro-ration if we were to change the

deadline to a later date. Because this is an annual bill we feel
it is better to plan accordingly throughout the year so that the
funds are available to pay the bill, which is actually due on
January 1st but not considered late unless the payment is not
postmarked by January 31st.
