If we get un-

der a hurricane watch fill a bathtub 

with water which can later be used to 

flush the toilet if water goes outé.

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  Familiarize yourself with 

these key terms to help iden-

tify a hurricane hazard: 

Tropical Depression 
An organized system of clouds and 

thunderstorms with a defined sur-

face circulation and maximum sus-

tained winds of 38 MPH (33 knots) 

or less. Sustained winds are defined 

as one-minute average wind meas-

ured at about 33 ft (10 meters) 

above the surface. 

Tropical Storm  

An organized system of strong 

thunderstorms with a defined sur-

face circulation and maximum sus-

tained winds of 39ï73 MPH (34ï63 

knots). 

Hurricane  

An intense tropical weather system 

of strong thunderstorms with a 

well-defined surface circulation and 

maximum sustained winds of 74 

MPH (64 knots) or higher. 

Storm Surge 
A dome of water pushed onshore by 

hurricane and tropical storm winds. 

Storm surges can reach 25 feet high 

and be 50ï1000 miles wide. 

Storm Tide 

A combination of storm surge and 

the normal tide (i.e., a 15-foot storm 

surge combined with a 2-foot nor-

mal high tide over the mean sea 

level created a 17-foot storm tide). 

Hurricane/Tropical Storm 

Watch 

Hurricane/tropical storm conditions 

are possible in the specified area, 

usually within 36 hours. Tune in to 

NOAA Weather Radio, commercial 

radio, or television for information. 

Hurricane/Tropical Storm 

Warning  

Hurricane/tropical storm conditions 

are expected in the specified area, 

usually within 24 hours. 

Short Term Watches and 

Warnings 

These warnings provide detailed 

information about specific hurricane 

threats, such as flash floods and tor-

nadoes.  For information you can

Watering Rules : We covered this item extensively in pre-

vious issues but you can get all the latest watering rules and 
other helpful water reduction items at the St Johns River Wa-
ter Management website www.sjrwmd.org.  They have a 

wealth of practical tips as well as how to install a Xeroscape 
system to reduce your watering needs.  Remember Odd num-
bered houses water on Wednesday & Saturday and Even 

numbered houses water on Thursday & Sunday during day-
light savings time and switch to single days on the First Sun-
day in November.   

Sanitation To Prevent Weeds:  If you have a healthy 

lawn itôs harder to introduce weeds because they will be 
choked out by the healthy grass so if you begin to have a lot of 
weed problems it might be time to have your lawn analyzed.  
Most of the commercial lawn companies can check your soil 
but you too can get soil samples done with simple kits avail-
able at home and garden centers.  An often overlooked area 
for introduction of weeds is contaminated lawn and garden 
equipment.  A good practice is to wash off mowers and trim-
mers used in weed-infested areas before mowing or trimming 
in weed-free areas.
